Like all start-up organizations, we have faced our share of challenges that included the failure of a leased piece
of equipment that kept us off the air for most of two days. We apologize to our faithful listening audience, and

we thank you for your patience and understanding. Our goal for continuous improvement goes on; it applies to
our radio station, just as it applies to our journey in faith.

Doug and Barb Shumard attended the EWTN/Catholic Radio Association, 2014 Catholic Radio Conference,
(at their own expense) that took place in Birmingham, Alabama. There are currently, well over 300 Catholic
radio stations in the United States, and many of those stations were represented at this conference.There were
dozens of classes offered during this time, and it was an ideal opportunity to learn and to share information and
techniques relating to our Catholic radio apostolates.
